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October 31, 2012. On the very day
Kogakuin University celebrated the 125th
anniversary with a number of special
guests, graduates, former and current
professors.

At Shinjuku Campus, the commemorative
festival was held with the students and their
parents to share the joy and pleasure.

Under the slogan of "Creating Rich and
Varied Society with Bright Future through
Technology", Kogakuin Academy Group
renewed its commitment and dedication
to finding solutions for the challenges to
envisage a prosperous future.

The commemoration began with the
performance of Gagaku -- a Japanese
traditional court music -- by Mr. Hideki
Togi. With more than 700 distinguished
guests from the educational and industrial
arenas, Dr. Eiichi Negishi, the 2011 Nobel
laureate in chemistry, gave a special
lecture entitled as "The Cross-Coupling
Reactions -- A way to the Nobel Prize". He

was given an honorary professorship from
the university.

The International Symposium on
Advanced Technology (ISAT), held
annually with the affiliated school abroad,
had a special session under the subject
of "Toward 2050 and Beyond -- Innovative
Technology for Sustainable Societies". Dr.
Negishi again gave the special speech
during the symposium.

The commemorative lectures, directed
to the junior high and high school
students, had some 1,200 attendants.
In addition to Professors Kenji Suzuki
(Mechanical system engineering) and
Yasushi Nozawa (Town/City planning),
Dr. Negishi talked about the importance
of "cherishing your dreams while being
objective to your competences", positively
motivating the students listening to his
speech.

At Shinjuku Campus, there was the

of activities and events. The interesting
talk shows were organized at the atrium.
A festive mood was omnipresent in the
S-Tech Plaza with a lot of temporary

shops.
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In the summer of 2012, the General
Educational Wings were completed at
Hachioji Campus, Kogakuin University.
It was the biggest project in the 125th
anniversary commemorative program.

The wings, substituting the original
Nos. 1 and 2 buildings, features wide
ranges of state-of-the-art technologies
including, among others, air-conditioned
seats (the first in Japanese academic
sector), air-conditioning/heating system
using earth thermal potential and
advanced seismic isolation structure.
Serving as the center of the campus,
the Wings also feature some interesting
design elements.

From the above, four major buildings
in the shape of "L" gather with one
another. The designer Mr. Manabu Chiba
attempted to create a "gathering core
for various people". Special attention

was paid to the shapes of the window,
resulting in the use of more than four
different configurations in accordance
with the purpose of use.

The buildings are supported by 68
seismic isolation dampers consisting of the
layers of rubbers and steels. This structural
design epitomizes the university's roles
of technology core and local disaster-
prevention facility.

Looking at the energy-saving aspect,
the Wings feature an innovative earth-
pit air-conditioning/heating system, with
which the air taken from the atmosphere
is guided to the underground pit before
directing to the interior space. In so
doing, the intake air is cooled by 3-4
degrees. Also unique and innovative
is the use of air-conditioned seats
that supply cooled/heated air from
the seatback, cocooning those who

are sitting while ensuring comfort with
cooling/heating wastes eliminated. It is
the first application to the classroom
environment in Japan.

The utilization of the pre-cast concrete
(PC) allows wide-spanned classrooms with
a distance in-between the two columns
of 18m, which is approximately double of
the conventional classroom built with the
traditional method.

During the construction, the Wings
served as an educational material. Special
workshops were held at the site with
a guidance given by the construction
company in charge.

It is expected that the Wings provide
a meeting platform for the student and
the teachers to exchange the information
and experiences, promoting creative
communications in the more comfortable
and fun environment.
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In light of the globalization in the
educational segment, Kogakuin University
proudly announces that it will open
the "England School" in Canterbury.
The special taskforce in charge is now
working hard to fully fledge the attractive
new program that should encourage the
students to be cosmopolitans.

According to the current scheme, the
students in their junior year will stay the
city in Kent County for approximately one
semester to study the authorized curriculum

in the facilities rent from the Warnborough
College. Although it is planned that the
great majority of the coursework is to
be given in Japanese, the participating
students will have an opportunity to learn
English in their daily lives.

To support the students as well as ensure
their safety and peace of mind, the specialist
administrators will stay in the academic,
historical and religious city, conveniently
accessible from London by high-speed train.
The unique program in the 2011 UK's safest
city coincides with the internationalization
policy of the university personnel and teachers
specified by the Ministry of Education, Culture,
Sports, Science and Technology, Japan.

Ken Chihara, a distinguished researcher of
the Polytechnic history, vividly illustrates
the good-old school life of the students
in the faculty of architecture. In Section
Two, the work of Mr. Ruisu Kan published
in the Niche for 13 years are reproduced.
Section Three sheds lights onto the
latest research result of the genealogy of
architects starting from those graduated
from the Polytechnic.

It contains a lot of lively illustrations
for easier and clearer understanding
of the long history of the Polytechnic
and Kogakuin University that spreads
125 years.
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In commemoration of the "125th
anniversary of Kogakuin University" two
DVDs were recently released. Entitled
"Beautiful Japanese Townscapes", the
DVD series will cover 102 regions selected
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as the "important traditional architecture
preservation areas" specified in the
Cultural Assets Preservation Act, in which
the former president the late Teiji Ito
played a significant role.

All the beautiful towns are recorded
in high-resolution format. Kogakuin
University plans to produce 15 volumes
and publish both in Japan and abroad. We
are convinced that the unique project will
contribute to creation of the audio-visual
archives of the architectural/landscape
heritages, education of historical cultural
assets and establishment of the areas as
sightseeing destinations, which in turn will
revitalize the regions. All the production
costs are to be covered by the alumni
association.

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The "Exhibition of the Works of Wajiro
Kon" were held in three museums of art;
Aomori Museum of Art (Oct. - Dec., 2011),
Panasonic Shiodome Museum (Jan. -
Mar., 2012) and Osaka National Museum
of Ethnology (Apr. - June, 2012).

Wajiro Kon Collection was transferred
from the Faculty of Architecture (currently
School of Architecture) to the library in
1999.

The exhibitions featured the
comprehensive result of the studies by the
former professor of Waseda University in

the four important fields of private houses,
"modernology -- study of modern social
phenomena", architectural design and
dress/lifestyle design. They consisted of
approximately 300 pieces of important
items including sketches, research reports
and photographs. The overall number of
the visitors in the three museums was
close to 50,000.

The real-size models of the "Index",
photographs and other important materials
such as "Takenami residence" and "Okoshi
Amusement Park" designed by Kon

attracted the visitors attention.

From January 26 to April 7, 2013,
Hiroshima City Museum of Contemporary
Art (MOCA) will hold the exhibition
of "History of Expressions on Street
Observations -- After Modernology", which
includes, among others, approximately
100 sketches and photographs of Waijiro.
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"Makabe Denshokan", located in
Sakuragawa, |baraki Prefecture, was co-
designed by the three professors: Mr.
Makoto Watanabe (Hosei Univ.), Ms. Yoko
Kinoshita (Kogakuin Univ.) and Mr. Masato
Araya (Waseda Univ.), won the 2012 JIA
Award. The pavilions consist of a small
history museum, gathering spaces, library
and meeting halls.

The basic concept behind the building
complex was "Sampling and Assembly".
Before initiating the actual design phase,
we carefully investigated the historical
characteristics of the area where a number
of old buildings have been preserved since
the Sengoku era -- the age of provincial wars
in the 15th and 16th centuries. By selecting
“samples” from the typical architectures in

the region, we attempted to find ingredients

unigue to them. The close relationship

between the city and architecture unique to
the area laid the foundation for our project
and the contents were “assembled” into our
pavilion consequently.

The main reason for the selection is
as follows: "The overall architectural
design is superb with their true aesthetics
and calmness. The basic patterns,
repeated in the exterior and the interior
of the buildings remind us of a good-
old way of gathering that we had used
to. The pavilions demonstrate new ways
of creating continuing relationships
between architecture and city, architecture
and history as well as the creator and
the users. As a result, the designers
succeeded in creating an astonishingly
high-quality architecture". (Excerpt from

School, designed by Professor Ben
Nakamura, was completed three years ago
in a country-side of Kanagawa Prefecture.
It won the European LEAF award in 2010

The school was designed to allow self-
sufficiency and ensure the schoolmaster's
philosophy of living with nature, learning
from nature.

Rain and sewage water is drained
to the ground. Heat is taken from the
underground. The school completely does
away from the infrastructure of the day,
exemplifying a zero-carbon building.
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Mr. Hiroshi Sawazaki, a part-time
lecturer of Kogakuin University, was
involved in the design project of the
Japanese Government Pavilion in EXPO
2012, Yoesu, Korea.

Designed under the concept of "Woods,
A Vision
for Our Future by Redefining the Mutual

Residential Areas and Sea --
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Relationship", the pavilion demonstrated
the country's resurrection from the
catastrophic tremor and tsunami. The
concept, design and exhibition have been
acclaimed by the Bureau International des
Expositions (BIE) and given the Bronze
Award.
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The project initiated by Professor
Ryumei Fujiki, Kogakuin University and
his workshop students won two important
international awards.

One was the Platinum Award, the
Arts, Crafts and Ready-Made Design, "A'
Design Award & Competition 2011-12"
in Italy, which was established in 2010
in order to honor the outstanding design
project all over the world. For the 2011-12
competition, 3,653 projects were applied
for the total of 40 categories.

The other was the 2nd prize in the
American "Core77 Design Award 2012",

organized by Core77, a publication
company in New York. The international
juries judge the projects from the globe.
What is unique lies in the live broadcasting
of the judging process via Internet.
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Professor Mitsuhiro Udagawa won the
"Uichi Inoue Memorial Award" of the Society
of Heating, Air-Conditioning and Sanitary
Engineers of Japan (SHASE). The award,
created in 2010 in memory of the late Mr. Uichi
Inoue, the pioneer of modern building facility
design, is given to an individual who has made
a significant contribution to development,
construction, research and/or education in

the field of architectural engineering.
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The Society of Heating, Air-Conditioning
and Sanitary Engineers of Japan (SHASE)
honored the building facility design team
led by Mr. Koji Kasuya with the Award of
Technology, 50th Awards of the Society.
Kasuya graduated from Kogakuin University
in 1987 and joined Nikken Sekkei, one of the
largest architectural design firm in Japan.

He regarded the prize-winning project
-- or heating/cooling and plumbing
equipment design for the General
Pediatrics Center, Tokyo Metropolitan
Tama Medical Center -- is an epitome of
his commitment and efforts in his 40s. His
research report on the project also won
the "4th Sustainable Architecture Award.
With excitement and joy, he renewed

his dedication to architectural and
environmental challenges in his 50s.
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"Lemon Exhibition", organized by Lemon
Gasui, a well-known retailer of drawing
and modeling materials, has offered a
unique opportunity of exhibition for the
students specialized in architecture and
landscape designs for more than 30 years
since 1978.

The 35th exhibition received 74
projects from 89 departments of 55
universities/collages throughout Japan.
Five juries selected ten Lemon Award
winning projects and their personal
awards.

From Kogakuin University nominees, Mr.
Ryota Hosokawa won the Lemon Award
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and jury's personal award (by Mr. Sumio
Kayama, the head of the juries) at the
same time. Also, Mr. Yuji Nakajima won
the Lemon Award.
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Kogakuin University has carried out
a wide variety of supporting activities
since the outbreak of the East Japan
Great Earthquakes in March 11, 2011.
The assistance projects included;
offering temporary shelters for those
couldn't return home, constructing
permanent replacement houses for those
lost their houses, voluntary actions of
the students.

In order to renew the supporting
activities, Kogakuin University issued a
booklet -- "300 Days After -- Supporting
Activities for Resurrection from the East
Japan Great Earthquakes" -- to list the
previous activities in the end of February,

2012. It epitomizes the university's
commitment and dedication to offering
the continuous supports until the days
when all the sufferers regain their
ordinary life.
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Politecnico di Milano organized the 13th
"Premio Compasso Volante", an international
architectural design competition began
in 1999. In 2012, 50 students from the
University of Palermo (ltaly), Nanyang
Technological University (Singapore),
University of Indonesia and Kogakuin
University joined the representatives of the
Milanese counterpart.

The assignment for the 13th competition
was to design a commercial complex
with library, gallery, cafe and residential
area in a real venue in the downtown. The
participants were required to meet the EU's
zero-energy regulations. They had to find
technological/design solutions for building
sustainability by considering the energy
efficiency and environmental burdens.

The Japanese representatives visited
the cosmopolitan city in North Italy
between October 3 and 11, 2012 to take
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part in the international workshop and
presentation of their work in English.
Kogakuin University won the second prize,
sandwiched by the projects proposed by
Politecnico di Milano. The mayor of the city
gave the prizes to the winners on October 10.
The true idea behind the competition is
to provide a competitive platform for the
students to exchange and share the ideas
for further development of their quality and
potentials as architects in the future.
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The assigment for the 2012 competition
coincided with the concept of the new
"Department of Urban Design and
Planning".

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Interview:

Grand Restoration and
Preservation Project of
Tokyo Station

The extensive restoration and preservation
project of Tokyo Station, popularly known
as a red-bricked Marunouchi Building, was
recently completed after almost five years of
hard and dedicated works.

Two graduates of Kogakuin University
-- Mr. Sadao Sugimura, Advisor and
the former President of JR East Design
Corporation and Mr. Shiro Quchida,
Deputy Head of Tokyo Construction
Office, East Japan Railway Company --
played important roles in restoring Tokyo
Station, which was originally designed by
the late Kingo Tatsuno, a co-founder of
the Polytechnic (later evolved to Kogakuin
University).

Professor Munehiko Taniguchi met them
at the design firm on October 29, 2012,
less than a month after the grand opening.

During the interview, Ouchida
enthusiastically and proudly told that all
the members of the project team left no
stone unturned when they investigated
the old archives to recreate the domes
and other areas burnt down due to the
Allied Forces bombardment in May 25th,
1945, three months before the end of
WWII. Another challenge was to use the
traditional construction techniques such
as delicate plastering and sheet-metal
works, which we are losing now.

Mr. Sugimura added that the management
and employees of Japan National Railways
and East Japan Railway Company had
equally cherished Tokyo Station. Since
the very beginning of the project setup,
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Sugimura and Co. were strongly committed
to achieving the highest level of preservation/
restoration work. He beamed brightly when
he emphasized there was no compromise
this time.

In fact, Tokyo Station was restored two
years after the end of the bomber attack. At
the time, however, three-story domes could
not be fully reproduced due to financial
issues, coupled by the lack of materials in
the devastate land. Those in charge had to
redesign them as two-story buildings.

Master Tatsuno must be extremely
happy with the works of his junior fellows,
who successfully and perfectly led the
restoration/preservation of the red-
bricked masterpiece with the symbolic
three-story domes at either end of the
building resurrected and the entrance/exit
exclusively used by the Imperial family.
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On October 1, 2012, Tokyo Station opened
its new history by inaugurating the fully
restored station building. It is not a coincidence
that Kingo Tatsuno, one of the founders of the
Polytechnic, was heavily involved in the original
design. Also, several university graduates
played important roles in the restoration.

To commemorate the university's 125th
anniversary, the student group took an initiative
of creating a 1:50 scale model of the station.
Thirty-seven members were fully responsible for
the project, ranging from administration, design,
material selection to external negotiations.
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| went to Nagaoka City, Niigata
Prefecture to observe "Shorai-kaku", a
residence of Yonosuke Hirasawa who
founded Asahi Shuzo -- Japanese Sake
rice wine producing firm.

Walking an idyllic countryside, | reached
Shorai-kaku residence, which consists of
three main parts of main house, sleeping
house and reception house plus main
entrance.

Dozens of steps from the entrance took
me to the entrance of the main house.
Upon watching it, | got thrilled and excited.
The double-layered roofs were intentionally
offset from each other, hinting that there
were astonishing and interesting features
awaiting me inside.

Indeed, the interior design showed a
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clear contrast to the entrance. The latter
projected a grandioso image whereas the
former was chic and elegant.

The reception house combined western
and Japanese styles. Quite nicely and
interestingly, the two aspects of the
architectural design came in harmony with
each other. The ceiling was fully plastered
with chandelier, coupled with the marble
fireplace in the west wall and stained
glasses drawing mild sunlight to the room,
making it very elegant and gorgeous.

Shorai-kaku was built in 1934 by
Shimizu-kumi (currently known as
Shimizu Corporation; one of the five
Japanese super general contractors).
More realistically, they were in charge of
"adding" the reception house. The other

areas were designed and built by Adachi
Komuten builder about 20 years before
Shimizu's work.

Hiroshi Ohtomo, the protagonist of this
volume, led the team and he essentially
designed the reception house. He was
born in Tokyo in 1888 and joined the firm
in 1904 at the age of 15. After finishing his
apprenticeship, the company let him study
at Tsukiji Polytechnic (currently Kogakuin
University), from which he graduated in 1907.

Coming back to the residence, it
is extremely difficult to think a single
architect took full responsibility for
designing the entire house. The
reason; the entrance projecting a virile
appearance, looked too different from the
delicate and elegant details inside. | would

BEALEIEELD

not have been surprised if Ohtomo had
modified the interior design of the main
and sleeping houses when his team built
the reception house.

In the evening of October 23, 2004, the
area was struck by the major earthquake.
The strong tremor caused severe damage
to Asahi Shuzo. Shorai-kaku, designated
as a national cultural asset in the previous
year, was also damaged.

The rice-wine producer showed
its full commitment to the founder's
residence though their business was
badly endangered. On behalf of all those
involved in architecture and constructing
industry, | would like to extend my sincere
gratitude to Asahi Shuzo that saved our
great senior's great work.
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Hakodate, the largest port city in Hokkaido
(northern island), opened to America in
1859 in accordance with the U.S.-Japan
Friendship and Commercial Treaty.

In the international port, there are many
western-style buildings scattered around.
The municipal government in the 19th century
hesitated to allocate an exclusive residential
zone for foreigners. As a result, an interesting
and beautiful mix of western and Japanese
buildings can be seen at the center of the
city, which was designated as a traditional
architecture preserved zone in 1989.

Hakodate experienced six major fires
between 1907 and 1934, during which
the architectural/cityscape frameworks
were established. As a fire prevention
measure, most of the buildings created
in the period featured then state-of-the-
art RC structure. It was not a coincidence
that many Polytechnic (currently Kogakuin
University) were involved in the works
in Hakodate since they had learnt the
advanced technology.

As shown in the map and many
figures, the Polytechnic graduates greatly
contributed to the landscape of the city,
being a clear testament of the unique
architectural period of time. Nowadays
their works draw sightseer's attention and
thus contributes to the city's tourism.
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Let's turn our focus to four major
persons; Jinzaburo and Kisaburo Muraki
-- master carpenter and his son who
graduated from the Polytechnic in 1902,
Yasuzo Kida (1906 graduate) and Buichi
Konami (1923 graduate). The traditional
architectural designing under master
carpentership was transferred to the
young technicians/engineers by Murakis.
Then, Kida laid the groundbreaking
foundation for the general contractor.
Finally, Konami successfully defined
what the architect was in the dawn of the
Japanese modernization.

It exactly coincides with the major axis

in the modern history of architecture in
Hakodate. They were alumnus and had
personal exchanges. They were similarly
passionate to creating the future of the city.

Sadakichi Nakamura, the first
schoolmaster of the Polytechnic gave the
keynote speech at the first enroliment
ceremony. He told the young and energetic
students; "You don't have to be technicians in
your entire career. Study hard to be engineers
if you like. Michael Faraday studied at a night
school while serving his apprenticeship.
James Watt began his professional career
as a technician." His students later proved
that his word exactly struck home!
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Mr. Yukihiro Kado, professor emeritus
of the University of Hokkaido, currently
presides over the nonprofit organization
of the Institute for Historical Local Cultural
Assets Studies. Born in Sapporo, the
capital city of Hokkaido in 1947, Kado
graduated from Faculty of Architecture,
Department of Engineering, University of
Hokkaido. Then, he began his academic
career in his university. He resigned
as a professor in March, 2012. His
expertise and knowledge on the modern
architectural history of the northern island
is more than astonishing.

During the interview that was held in
the office of the nonprofit organization,
Kado pointed out that the Muraki brothers,
Yasuzo Kida and Buichi Konami made

architectural development in Hokkaido,
mainly in the city of Hakodate. Kisaburo,
the younger of Muraki brothers was mainly
involved in the architectural projects in
the private sector. Kado believed that he
must have a superb commercial insight
as well as designing talent. Kida was a
pioneering general contractor in Hokkaido.
Nevertheless, how he was involved in the
design works while managing his company
is still mostly unknown. Konami played a
major role in Hakodate's resurrection from
the severe damage caused by several
big fires by taking initiatives in the RC-
structured buildings.

Quite interestingly, many graduates
of the Polytechnic did great jobs both in
the public and private sectors. Trained as
hands-on engineers, their achievements
were quite on par with those of the

graduates of the Imperial Universities.

By investigating the historical archives,
Kado found it relatively easy to retrieve
the achievements of the Polytechnic
graduates, which is a clear proof how
important their roles were during the
modernization of the architecture. It
was because, Kado thought, they were
systematically trained in the school.

Kado revealed his commitment to
contributing to the preservation and
utilization of the historical assets found in
the local communities in Hokkaido through
the activities of the Institute for Historical
Local Asset Studies.

Finally, Hirai and Kado agreed with
each other that the inheritance of the
techniques and values would protect and
preserve the architectural culture unique
to Hokkaido.

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In 1895, Japan integrated Taiwan into
the colonization policy. Under the slogan
of "governance through technology", a
number of young engineers and architects
left their homeland in favor of the new
frontier and were aggressively involved in
the nation's going-abroad doctrine. Many
graduates from the Polytechnic (reorganized
as Kogakuin University later) found the
professional opportunities in Taiwan. Their
major employers were colonial government
and the private sectors including mining,
sugar refining and civil engineering. Between
1895 and 1905, not less than 132 graduates
came to the Formosan island.

One of the ambitious gentlemen was
Sutejiro Umezawa, who was born in
December 1, 1890 in Ishikawa Prefecture.
He left the prefectural office where
he worked as land survey assistant in
September 1908 to enter the Polytechnic.
Then, during his academic days, the
Imperial Army hired him. After the
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graduation in February 1911, he moved
to Taiwan with his family eight month
later and joined the Department of Civil
Engineering, Governor-General Office as
technician from 1911 to 1914.

Between 1916 and 1919, he was
appointed as field supervisor. His
commitment and dedication, plus
architectural expertise were highly
acclaimed during the period, resulting in
the promotion to engineering operator.
Looking back the archives, the operator
in those days took the full responsible
for the entire project, ranging from basic
planning and design, drawing productions/
reproductions with a help of a small
number of assistant technicians.

As from 1920, he was in charge of
planning, design and supervision of
the construction projects of various
governmental offices and facilities.

In January 1930, Umezawa was
transferred to Tainan province as engineer
of the Civil Engineering Department of the
local government. The transfer coincided
with the grand plan to celebrate the "300th
anniversary of Taiwan Culture" Festival.
As a part of the actions, he successfully

renovated a ruined castle to a public park.

The south regions of the island were
severely struck by two major earthquakes
two months after the Festival. Umezawa's
reaction was extremely quick. He
investigated the afflicted areas on the very
next day of the quake. Then, his superiors
and he jointly determined to construct
temporary barracks within a week, aiming
at ensuring the seamless civil services to
the victims.

In parallel, he was involved in the
design/construction of a "new Tainan
Police Office Building", which was
completed in October 1931. The white
and bordeaux building featured the simple
yet beautiful Art Deco style with the
geometrical pattern consisting of straight
lines. It is designated as scenic and
historic site by the municipal authorities.

Additionally, he supported many private-
sector projects including the new store-
private-housing project, the city's largest
department store and the newspaper
company's office in Tainan.

In July 1934, he was appointed as
engineer of the tabacco monopoly bureau.
The Xinzhu office designed by Sutejiro

featured a structure-oriented design but
looked magnificent, which was his unique
style. His energy did not run out and he
was eagerly involved in various projects
including factory construction.

After the end of the WWII, Umezawa
remained stayed and worked in Taiwan
until 1955 when he was forced to come
back to Japan because of stomach
cancer. He passed away on April 29, 1958
at the age of 68.
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"| was determined to buy the house
when | saw an image illustration, in which
the building was covered by thick green. |
was sure that the image would turn out to
be reality. | am 100% right!" "My brother
bought a unit next to ours after visiting us
here", "We want to live here for 50 years
or 100 years. | wish the maintenance
company would do the proper job to keep
it nice and fresh for a long period of time".

They are a few examples of the
comments of those living here at Yurigaoka
Village.

Yurigaoka Village, constructed in 1986,
was selected as the winner of the JIA (the
Japan Institute of Architects) 11th Twenty-
five Year Award.

The award is given to acknowledge "an
architectural design that has contributed
to the community environment for over

25 years, endured the climatic elements
to maintain a pleasant appearance, and
thereby communicated the significance of
architecture to society," and to commend
"the people, i.e. architects, contractors,
owners, and maintenance providers, who
have contributed to the construction and
maintenance of the beautiful architecture".

After completing the master-grade study
at Kogakuin University, | was recruited by
the SUM, which was known for its unique
residential complex project on slopes.
The projects, including Yurigaoka Village,
were all ambitious and challenging with
such features as clustered layout, roof
greening and etc. The firm was committed
to building cost reduction through mass
production, unit assembly and working
ease. Also, it focused the special attention

to determination of spatial layout and

dimensions in order to ensure living ease
and pleasure for the user.

[t was my fortunate to get involved in the
challenging project at the beginning of my
professional career. | learned how to plan
architecture from the viewpoint of user's
benefits.

Building architecture is not
creating a landmark. We should turn
our attention to the real worth and
reason of the architecture rather
than its appearance and an impact
to the landscape. We have to offer an
archtecture that is worth living in.
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"Super Sento" -- an integrated public
bath/entertainment facility -- is now
serving as an easy-to-visit gathering place
for local community. The history of Super
Sento was not very old. It began in 1994
when Tamaoka Sekkei, based in Nagoya
City, converted a Pachinko Parlor to the
first Super Sento.

According to Hiromitsu Tamaoka, he
came upon the idea by thinking what
would be desired by general public that
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faced economic and financial difficulties
after the burst of bubble economy.

Sohei Ueda, a protege of Tamaoka,
asked him the concept behind the Super
Sento and his office's future strategy.

Tamaoka explained; "Most of Japanese
at the time felt exhausted by the worsened
economic situation, in which there was
little light seen on the horizon. People
needed a means of soothing their mind.
| tried to locate what it would have been
and finally found the answer; hot spas and
Sento (public bath in urban area).

Inquired what was unique, if any, with
Super Sento, the architect said; "The
specialty of the bathing/entertainment
complex may lie in the fact that it will be
renovated in accordance with changes
in time and public requirements. From
the beginning of concept setup and
initial design, we have to be mindful pay
that the complex should be flexible and
ensure modifying ease. Additionally,
Super Sento is unique because it has
both public and private (taking bath)
aspects at the same time.

As a conclusion, Tamaoka gave a vision
for younger architects and students. "We
are facing more serious issues such as
the aftermath of the Great East Japan
Earthquake and the world recession.
| am convinced the things will turn
around sooner or later. The economy is
going up and down from time to time.
Believe yourself as well as the future of
architecture/construction industries to
make a correct decision of your own."
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It was my pleasure and honor to present
a lecture entitled "Architectural Education
in the Era of Globalization" as a part of
the lectures for post-graduate students of
Professor Munehiko Taniguchi in October,
2012 and to be a panelist for the session
"Globalization of Japanese Architectural
Education" in the "International Symposium
for Advanced Technologies", which was
an integral part of the 125th anniversary
commemorative actions.

Partly because of the globalization
promoted by the digital network such
as Internet, the students -- or future
architects and engineers -- have to
communicate with foreign partners
and colleagues in English, which is an
unavoidable development of the industry.
Sooner or later, an architect must use

English as a tool like CAD and Internet.
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Notwithstanding the aforementioned,
the globalization/internationalization of
the Japanese architectural education is
still below the expectation. | will give you
one simple but significant example. More
than 10% of residents in Shinjuku Ward
are foreigners. In our campus, however, |
seldom see foreigners.

Globalization is not only the issue of
learning English. Rather than that, it is
more important to be a proud member of
a multi-national community.

Looking at the architecture, we are
able to have a clear image as of what
the Japanese original architecture is. We
shouldn't ignore the fact that the Japanese
architecture was deeply affected by
the methodology imported from China
and Korea until the Middle Ages. Then,
it developed originally and uniquely in
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accordance with the culture and way of
living in Japan. In the late 19th and early
20th centuries, westernization was the
name of the game in architecture.

Considering this, we have experienced
the architectural globalization at least
twice in our history. There is no reason
for us to hesitate to get integrated in the
international trend again.

| am convinced that a person-to-person
communication in the international workshop
would possibly be a breakthrough for the true
globalization of the Japanese architecture.
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It was an e-mail from the UAE
that changed my professional career
completely. In August 2009, | arrived at
the Dubai International Airport to accept
the offer from X-Architects. Heat waves
exceeding 45 degrees Celsius were not
very welcoming.

X-Architects is one of a few examples
of the locally-established architectural
design firms in Dubai, which aggressively
invites young architects and engineers
from the world. It employs more than 20
professionals representing from England,
Italy, Germany, Syria, Lebanon, Iran, India,
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Pakistan, the Philippines, UAE and Japan.

One of my leading projects was a
commercial/residential complex in Mecca,
Saudi Arabia. It is estimated that the
Muslims will dominate 1/4 of the world
population by 2030. During the month of "Al-
Hajj (pilgrimage)", Mecca is definitely one of
the world most crowded city. We have been
attempting to find a solution to cope with
people concentration from the architectural
and urban planning viewpoints.

Focusing attention to managing the
people flow in Al-Hajj, our target was to
create a place that acts like a sponge,

controlling the flow by repeatedly
absorbing and emitting. We created small
areas serving as a traditional settlement.
The lower section contains commercial
complex and offices whereas the upper
section features residences and hotels.
To our fortunate (and "Al-Hamdu li-'LLah"),
our plan won the competition thanks to its
unique flexibility.

| have been spending exciting and
attractive days for three and half years
since | came to Dubai. What | have learned
was to exchange the opinions and get
together with my international colleagues.

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Palais ideal du facteur Cheval
and Hauterives village

The Palais ideal du facteur Cheval,
created solely by a postman named
Joseph Ferdiand Cheval in a remote
village in southern France. After finding a
strange-shaped stone during his work, he
began constructing the Palais for 33 years
by piling the stones that he picked during
his duty! The architecture with a unique
appearance has been acclaimed as a
masterpiece of outsider art rather than a
work of architecture. As it is said "worth
of detour”, | made up my mind to visit
and find what the building with a peculiar
configuration exactly is.

In the Hauterives village cemetery, there
is another work of Ferdinand built for his

own mausoleum.

| was very happy when | found the fact
that nowadays his works form integral
parts of the village and several activities
and events are organized in relation to
them though almost all the villagers looked
down to the weird man and thus did not
appreciate his works during his lifetime.
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A Lesson Learnt from
the Swiss Hospitals

| visited Switzerland to investigate the
latest development of hospitals from the
architectural viewpoint.

The first in my itinerary was the
Institution de Lavigny specialized in
cranial nerve diseases and damage. |
was surprised by the air of freedom in
the entire area of the hospital, which
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positively motivates the self-support of the

patient especially after the release from
the hospital. A cafe where any patient
can work was one of the good examples.
All the patients are able to find a place to
settle in.

In the newly built unit, there was a clear
definition between the group and private
zones. It is possible to bring their own
furniture to make the room felt at home
and comfortable. According to a hospital
staff, it is one of the necessary measures
to assist the self-support of the patient
after being released from the medical
institute.

In the Centre Hospitalier Universitaire
Vaudois (CHUV), there was the
architectural contribution to the medical
environment. The white walls, with which
patients often feel less comfortable, is a
choice of necessity to ensure functional
advantages. The top light in the big
sickroom for serious-case patients
draws a plenty of sunlight from the
above, which reflects the white walls
surrounding the room, creating a cozy
atmosphere.
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Meeting Indian Diversity

| couldn't defy my willing to go aboard.
The destination was India.

In my ten-day trip, | visited Delhi,
Varanasi, Aurangabad and Mumbai.
Each city has the personality and
characteristics of their own.

Sensed in the atmosphere of Delhi and
Mumbai was the influence of the British

colonial era. In fact, the Connaught
Place in the former was planned and
constructed when India was governed
by the Great Britain. Chhatrapati
Shivaji Terminus station in Mumbai was
designed by a British architect. Many
people there speak English, which is one
of the official languages in the areas. |
realized that the colonization did not only
cause a clear impact on the cityscape
but also on the cultures there.

Varanasi is a city located closely to the
Ganges. The spiritual big river serves as
a meeting platform for a wide variety of
people.

As for Aurangabad, | had a visit to
the Ellora caves. The UNESCO's world
heritage combines the charms of
buddhism, hindu and jainism.

What impressed me most is the
energetic diversity of each city and
people living there. It seemed that
they tended to accept and enjoy the
difference, which makes India unique
and diversified.
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My Experience in Los Angeles

| went to Los Angeles to observe the
city planning rules and their effect on the
actual city view. The largest city in the
State of California can be divided into
some districts; office, amusement and
commercial districts. The last one is the

result of historical area renovation.

There are a number of modern offices
and administrative buildings in the
downtown, among which is the Walt
Disney Concert Hall designed by Frank
Gehry based in Los Angeles.

Then, | visited Pasadena located 10km
North East of Los Angeles. The city
government was the locomotive behind
the renovation of the historical buildings/
architecture to reform them as commercial
district. The newly built stores were
designed to create a harmony with the old
ones with the coordinated facade image.
The first floor is used as a shop whereas
the second floor is residence, which might
be resulted from the city's “Mixed Use
Zone” planning initiative.

The real connection between the
buildings and surroundings cannot be
identified just by looking at the drawings
and maps. Visiting there and seeing them
by your own eyes are the only way to find

the true nature.
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Renovation of Red-bricked
Architecture in Taipei

Taiwan was a colony of Japan between
1895 and 1945. During the period, the
buildings planned and constructed by the
Japanese colonial government featured a
westernized style, which was in trend at
the time in Japan. The bricked buildings, in
particular, designed by disciples of Kingo
Tatsuno, a co-founder of the Polytechnic
(later evolved to Kogakuin University), are
regarded as historic masterpieces. The
Taiwanese government has made efforts
to restore and modernize them without
altering their external appearances.

| visited two of them; Museum of

Contemporary Art, Taipei (MOCA) and the
Red House.

The former was originally built as an
elementary school for Japanese and then
used as Taipei city hall after the World War
II. It was 2001 when the ruined building
was reborn as the museum, a part of
which is used as school.

The Red House was close to the
entertainment district of the city where
young people gather night and day. The
entrance of the Red House features a
unique "eight trigrams" design, which is
a symbol of receiving guests from all the
eight directions (In China, Taiwan and
Japan, eight represents all the directions).
The octagonal entrance is connected

to the "crisscross-design" main building
where many artist shops are found.
Using a historical building as a modern
commercial complex is very interesting
because it is where the old meets the new.

The two historically important bricked
buildings have been modernized and are
currently open to the young generation.
The concept could be applied to solving
the issue of abandoned houses/buildings
in the Japanese city environment.
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Design for Architectural
Preservation and Modifications

My university-day memories are still
clear and vivid. From the roof of the
Kogakuin University campus building,
which is no longer exist, we saw the
moment of lighting the Olympic caldron

in the opening ceremony of the Tokyo

Olympic Games in 1964. | was taken to
the Imperial Hotel and the Shinwa Bank
headquarters in Ginza. My graduation
project was the actual measurement of the
hotel designed by Frank Lloyd Wright and
Arata Endo, which was torn down a few
years later to be replaced by the all-new
building.

Upon completion of my academic
studies, | joined the design firm led by Mr.
Tou Endo, the third sun of Arata Endo and
spent 13 years there. Then, | was hired
by Jiyu Gakuen School. It was when |
established the design office of my own. |
have been an instructor in Jissen Women's
Educational Institute for 10 years.

| have been involved in important
architectural restoration/preservation
projects designed by Arata Endo. While my
three different professional assignments
mentioned above, | am determined to
contribute to the preservation of the
historical architecture and buildings.
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Architectural Design Is
Our Family DNA
- As a cultivator of local culture

My father told me that he would have
let me come up to the top of the house he
had built if | had been a boy. "Yes, some
day | willl" It was when my future had been
clearly defined.

Also, it was my father to give me a
precious advice to study architecture in
Tokyo where all the latest information and
technologies concentrated. During my
academic days at Kogakuin University, |
learned a lot from the major architects and
met my future husband.

After taking my early professional
career in Tokyo, | came back to my
hometown Kita-Kushu with my husband
and sons. Being disappointed by the
poor landscape of the city, | came up with
an idea to establish the network of the
local architects in order to create a new
architectural culture in Kyushu.

My sons studied at Kogakuin University
and currently work in my office.

| would like to say to the young
architects and students to open your
mind to the world and always have pride,
self-belief and commitment to be good
citizens, which are prerequisites for good
architects and designers.
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On March 19, 2011, just eight days
after the outbreak of the East Japan Great
Earthquakes, a small FM broadcasting
station began its services. The "Miyako
Disaster FM" support the citizens suffered
from the tremor and tsunami to obtain the
latest and precise information.

Mr. Satoshi Ito said, "Our masterplan
was completely different. We planned
to begin the pilot broadcast when the
National High School Sports Festival was
held in the region. But after experiencing
the unprecedented catastrophe, we felt
that we had to do something for assisting
people".

Ito concerns over the promoted
reduction in population in the coast region
of lwate Prefecture, which was severely
affected by the earthquake. To help avoid
the situation, he is convinced that the mini
broadcasting station, which is accessible
via Internet, is able to do something.
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Since | have an expertise in ground
survey, | will talk about the effect of
liguefaction occurring in Urayasu area due
to the East Japan Great Earthquake. One
major reason why the liquefaction broke
out and caused severe damage to the
area some 300km away from the epicenter
lies in that the areas are mostly manmade
whereby different materials have been used
for the landfill. The severe damage was
caused in the area created mainly using
sands. The houses not damaged badly
were built on a land containing much clay.

Another land-oriented issue is an
uneven settlement, which is often caused
by a false readout of the test result,
especially with much soil. The properties
can change dramatically due to the
load applied by the building on the soil.
The muck soil tends to be compressed,
generating uneven settlement.
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Ya House

A "House in White", located in a
crowded residential area in the city of
Itoman, south of Okinawa Island, is
minimal yet comfortable residence for
five-member family. In other words, the
house would have been exposed to more
than 100 neighbors without a sufficient
protective measure. To ensure privacy for
the owner family, the house is completely
isolated from neighboring community by
the white walls.

Inside the venue, the house is open to
the courtyard through a series of large
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glass windows. As a bridge between the
interior and exterior, large eaves with 1.8m
in width were created as a reinterpretation
of the traditional eaves in Okinawa. The
eaves were designed so that they would
block the direct sunlight coming in the
interior and, at the same time, create
shades that would reduce the temperature
of the wind into the interior.

The courtyard, embowered by the house
and walls, serves as a multifunctional
space where the kids enjoy playing with
one another safely.

The residential spaces, including

living room, kitchen-dining room, toilet/
bathroom, kids room and bedrooms, are
aligned in series, boosting a studio-like
image. Both the exterior and the interior
are monotonous, dominated by white. It
allows the owner to decorate the inner
space by placing furniture with their
favorite colors.

Additionally, the north of the ceiling
features 80cm-depth concaves, which
draws the air incoming from the wide
openings in the sounth, allowing natural
ventilation without using a mechanical
system.
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JR Southern Shinjuku Building
Through Skyscraper
Office Building Design

The “JR Southern Shinjuku Building”,
inaugurated in June 2012, is located
in the venue of the JR Tokyo General
Hospital that allows an easy access from
JR Shinjuku Station.

In the construction project of the
office-oriented building complex, | was
appointed as design team leader and
involved in the project from the basic
conceptual design to the construction

management.

Our team's dominant concept was a
"Harmonization and Differentiation from
Surrounding Community". The venue faces
to the low-story residential area in one
direction and, at the same time, the forest
of skyscrapers in the other direction. We
had to find a solution to connect the two
completely different areas by our new
building, which should acts as a buffer
between them.

Our solution was to feature the different
volumes to the building so that it provides
a smooth visual effect expressing a
gradual change in elevation. The building

is integrated into the surroundings by
planting the identical trees found in the
neighboring area, which promote an
image coordination from the pedestrian's
viewpoint.

As for the differentiation, the building
features a transparent and rhythmical
appearance whereas the buildings nearby
have classical and solid images.

Finally, | personally thank all those who
were involved in the project for letting me
lead the design team. The experience
would surely be a guiding star for my
professional career.
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A House with Blue Sky

For nearly two decades, | have been
committed to the creation of buildings that
co-exist with the surrounding environment.
What | found interesting is that the positive
effect caused by the co-existance design
is larger with low-cost buildings.

A "House with Blue Sky" is located in a
crowded commercial area. Especially, the
venue is cut away from the surrounding
environment in three directions by barren
walls of the other houses. As a result, the
venue is only open to the sky.

The house was designed in three

zoning concept of "town", "residence" and
"woods".

The town zone is a facade, which was
required to co-exist with the surrounding
environment. Since it is an ordinary
residence, the facade features a simple
design with understatement. The outer
wall has a number of small FRP square
grids with plants.

The residence zone is the central piece
of the plan and was designed with a focus
to the "grace" from the sky; lights, rain
and winds. The building has a central
patio from which the light and wind are

introduced to the interior. On the top is
a grating roof that serves as a shade to
control the level of incoming light.

The woods zone is a small spot garden
with a lot of plants and green. The outer
space connected to the interior, providing
the owner family with silence and peace
of mind. In summer, the plants create a
natural shade to generate mild breeze into
the patio and the interior.
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Prof. NAGASAWA
Architectural Planning Lab

Dr. Yasushi Nagasawa's Workshop
has been trying to find new solutions for
the planning of medical/welfare facilities,
which represents one of the important
areas of architectural planning, for a
long period of time. Professor puts an
emphasis on the field activities in addition
to the studies on the research papers and
documents. Concerning the architectural
planning, we have to review our plans from
the viewpoint of the users.

Once in a month, the professor organizes

students collaborate with the working
people in the architectural/construction
as well as medical industries. Through the
collaboration, the students should learn the
latest development in the industries and,
at the same time, they should learn the
necessary manners and common senses.

The students are encouraged to
participate in a variety of seminars
initiated by the Japan Facility Management
Association (JFMA).

As a special project in 2012, the workshop
members visited Rikuzen-Takada to
investigate the actual situation after the East
